The request becomes a record on the Acquirer's

      MasterCom desktop computer, and the Acquirer locates the charge slip, scans it

      into the MasterCom system, matches the image to the request record and the

      image is electronically sent to the Issuer bank. 
· Proposed and developed in Visual Basic (Version 5) program that streamlined the Acquirer Service Centers request for credit card documentation. The program created text files that listed all of the requests from the MasterCom system to a given affiliate bank. The program would then fax the request to the affiliate bank that was holding the documentation. The system also received and processed the images that were faxed back from the affiliate. 
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
